






HECTOR ZARASPE
Hector Zaraspe was born in Tucuman, Argentina. After eleven years of dancing and teaching 
in Spain, Zaraspe emigrated to the United Sates in 1964, where he became a soloist, ballet 
teacher and assistant director of the Spanish ballet company, Antonio Ballet de Madrid. In 
1965 he met Rudolf Nureyev and Dame Margot Fonteyn and quickly became their private 
teacher. He is a ballet master and oversaw the choreography on the fi lm I Am A Dancer, 
with Nureyev, Fonteyn and Carla Facci. He choreographed pieces for Captain John Paul 
Jones (starring Bette Davis), Spartacus (with Kirk Douglas, Peter Ustinov, Laurence Olivier 
and Tony Curtis) and 55 Days At Peking (starring Charlton Heston and Ava Gardner). Invited 
to choreograph for such companies as Les Grands Ballet Canadiens, the National Ballet of 

Holland and the New York Metropolitan Opera, Hector Zaraspe has also taught at the Teatro Colon in Buenos Aireres and Geneva’s 
Grand Ballet. He presides over numerous dance competitions, notably in Brazil, Argentina, Venezuela and the United States, as well 
‘Danza-Nino’, which raises money for UNICEF. Zaraspe has served as a faculty member of The Juilliard School for 37 years, where 
the Zaraspe Prize has been awarded every year since 1998 to the School’s best choreographer. He set up the Fundación Zaraspe 
in 1993 which aims to ‘teach children, help young people and protect the elderly through education, culture and art’. In 2004 he 
was named as Cultural Ambassador for the city of Buenos Aires. He has received numerous international honours.

MEL HOWARD
Mel Howard has produced and staged over 150 plays, musical comedies and music and dance shows around the world. After 
founding the literary cabaret ‘La Contrescarpe’ in Paris in 1957, and producing and directing plays by avant-garde writers (Dubillard, 
Arrabal, Ionesco, Obaldia), he returned to the United States where he produced the Living Theatre, the Comédie Française, the 
Royal Shakespeare Company, Maurice Béjart, Rudolf Nureyev, and experimental dance troupes from across the world (Japan, 
Peru, Cambodia, Senegal, Morocco, Israel, Georgia,etc.). During a career spent between Paris and New York he brought, most 
notably, Martha Graham to the Théâtre des Champs-Elysées. In the United States he created the Afro-Asian Festival and conceived 
and produced the shows Africa Oye, 1000 ans de Jazz, and staged Anthologia de la Zarzuela with Placido Domingo. He brought 
Broadway to Paris with West Side Story, Hello Dolly, 42nd Street and Chorus Line, at the Théâtre de Châtelet, as well as Cats at 
the Théâtre de Paris, which won the Molière Award for Best Musical in 1989. He has produced many Broadway shows, notably 
Flamenco Puro, Tango Argentino (nominated for 3 Tony Awards), Black and Blue (nominated for 13 Tony Awards), Wonderhouse 
and TANGO PASIÓN. He created TANGO PASIÓN which, 16 years after it fi rst began, continues to tour in some of the world’s most 
prestigious theatres. Mel Howard also wrote the show Wild Woman Blues featuring Linda Hopkins, and has twice brought it to 
Paris. He is about to produce a new dance show – Rock the Ballet – and has written a musical comedy about Mistinguett entitled 
La Guerre des Plumes.

JUAN CARLOS ZUNINI
Musical Arrangement
Pianist and composer Juan Carlos Zunini was born in Salto in 1945 in the República Oriental 
del Uruguay. Since 1969, he lived in Buenos Aires where he studied harmony, composition 
and musical arrangement over 7 years with Maestro Guillermo Gratzer. In 1971, he recorded 
with the “Trío Contemporáneo” the LP “Tiempo de Gardel” and travelled with the trio through 
Japan for a series of concert in major cities. Between 1981 and 1989 he joined as a pianist 
the famous Mariano Mores orchestra whose recording gained “Gold Record” in Japan. Over 
these years he travelled and performed in South America, United States, Europe, Israel, 
Japan, etc.Juan Carlos is a founding member of TANGO PASIÓN and a former member of 

the SEXTETO MAYOR and achieved throughout the 18 years of TANGO PASIÓN, under the Direction of José Libertella and Luis 
Stazo, a wide range of musical arrangement needed for the Orchestra. Juan Carlos is a gifted pianist and accepted the challenge 
of creating TANGO PASIÓN’s music.
